Location

The hotel
This heavenly little backwater retreat used to be called Casa Del Fauno and was famous for it’s relaxed, European atmosphere and, above all, the fabulous, large gardens.  Sitting on the lakeside, they have maximized their position and have reclaimed / created a man-made sandy beach.  There is a small, deliciously pampering spa – the only one of its kind in this area where one can usually only find a good spa in the large, resort hotels.  There are 2 treatment rooms, each with its own bathroom and a shared relaxation area.  There is an inner sitting room and dinner room which, combined with the wrap around verandahs and open courtyards give this lovely villa a great feeling of openness, space and calm.    At last – a cosy, small spa in the backwaters!         
Accommodation              
Purity comprises 4 fabulous ground floor rooms (1 twin, 5 double) and 2 suites, one set back and very private with its own small garden, the other occupying the whole of the top floor of the main bungalow and with a huge bathroom and views from heaven.  The rooms are all delightfully furnished and refreshingly contemporary.  Turquoise, fuchsia and red predominate with the fabulous contrast of whitewhash and wood.   The rooms are uncluttered and feel fresh and light and breezy as they all open out onto a verandah and the garden.  The bathrooms are state of the art and the whole hotel is replete with exceptional antiques and objets d’art.
 


All rooms have hairdryers, internet access (wi-fi complimentary), fans, air-conditioning, tea & coffee making facilities, TV, a safe, bath robes.  Five rooms have easy access for wheelchairs and are on ground level.  1 bottle of complimentary mineral water is provided in the rooms, per person per day.  There are no inter-connecting rooms but there are rooms immediately next to each other.  All rooms have showers.  Some have bath tubs as well.
Dining:
Purity’s chef will prepare delicious meals, based on the recipes of The Malabar House. Local Indian, Oriental and Mediterranean cuisine is available. Meals are taken either in the inner courtyard, the dining room, on your own verandah, by the pool or by the lakeside – the ultimate romantic dinner spot, alive with candles and soft lights.  Mouthwatering a la carte and table d’hote menus are available.  

Beer and wine are available but no spirits.

Breakfast is included in the daily room rate. 

Room Service is not available.

Meal times:
There are no set mealtimes. Guests may eat where and when they wish.
Children:
It is ideal for families and couples who want to escape to a retreat and be on their own.  The swimming pool & garden are very safe. However, being close to the lake, vigilance is required if children cannot swim.  The hotel accepts children of all ages but bearing in mind the peaceful, ‘spa’ nature of the resort, it might not be suited to particularly gregarious children.  Children may be accommodated in their parent’s bedroom for an extra charge. Only one additional child per room is permitted.  Baby sitting can be arranged on prior notice.

Dress code:
There is no official dress code at Purity.  It is extremely relaxed.

Check-in / out time:
1pm check-in. Midday check-out. Extended check-out is subject to negotiation / availability.
Electricity:


220 volts. The standard two round pin adaptors work.
Credit cards / currency:
Purity accepts Visa and MasterCard. If the payment is made in foreign currency, the resort accepts US dollars, Pound Sterling and Euros.  

Mobile telephones:
All mobile telephones work on local networks.
When to go / climate:
There are no particular seasonal weather changes in Kerala as it benefits from a tropical climate and is warm and humid all year round.  No warm clothes are necessary.  It tends to rain in June and July and there can be sporadic showers in October and November.  

Opening and closing:
Purity operates on all 365 days.

Pests:
Being a coastal, tropical area, there are mosquitoes.  However the hotel takes precautions through pest control; it sprays the public areas and gardens daily.  Mosquito repellents are provided in the rooms and mosquito coils are available for added protection when dining outside.
