Location                         
This fabulous, futuristic tented camp lies just 15kms from Jaipur city centre (traffic permitting), on the Delhi road.  It is just beyond Amber and lies at the foot of the fort walls in the most idyllic bowl of woodland and farmland.  It is surrounded by hills and the fort walls form the end of the property.  It is an immensely peaceful secluded spot where one may watch the sun set over one side of the property and the moon rise above the other side.  Quite mystical and magical.  The whole area has been heavily planted with bougainvillea along the fence line, and with colourful, native plants and shrubs and trees, in symmetrical patterns, laid out in grids. These form a fabulous contrast with the softness of the surrounding, rural landscape.

By Air: To Jaipur, from Delhi, Bombay, Jodhpur, Ahmedabad, Udaipur, Calcutta.  

By Train: To Jaipur, From Delhi, Bombay, Jodhpur, Sawai Madhopur.    Ranthambore or Jodhpur.


By Road: An easy drive from Jaipur, Neemrana, Kishangarh, Shahpura, Ramathra, Ranthambore and Pushkar.  A longer drive from Shekavati, Delhi, Agra, Nimaj and Deogarh, Bhainsrorgarh or Jodhpur.

Transfers: The resort is happy to arrange transfers (at extra cost) from either the airport or the railway station to / from the hotel.

Accommodation              
There are 40 luxury tents which are more like state of the art canvas cubes.  Entirely unique and original and brilliant in design, 13 are twin and 27 are doubles.    All the tents are identical and are laid out in rows.  All have similar views of the Aravalli hills and forest.  Each tent has a private sitout with chairs and a mattress and a canopy and they are very comfortable and surprisingly private, thanks to their ingenious design.  Each has a very comfortable bed, a desk area, a sitting area and beautifully equipped and slick, permanent, marble bathroom.  The walls are painted with gold stripes and the interiors are highly contemporary with an excellent finish.    Unless one actually feels the canvas, one would think they are made of painted concrete or stone!
All tents are air-conditioned, have tea and coffee making machines, fans, complimentary internet access (wi-fi), hairdryers, bathrobes, safe, televisions and DVD player bath tubs with showers stand-up in.  Heaters and hot water bottles can be provided upon request.  One bottle of complimentary mineral water is provided, per person per day.
There are no inter-connecting tents.  Since the tents are at ground level, all are easily accessible by wheelchairs.  Non smoking tents are available.

Dining
There is one restaurant, The Toran which has both indoor and al fresco dining, by the pool at the far end of the property  The sail like ceilings have a wonderful calming effect at the same time as being mesmorising.  A buffet, table d’hote and a la carte menus are available and the cuisine is exceptional - Continental, European, Oriental and Indian food are all served.

Rajasthan has some major climactic fluctuations.  During December, January and February, it can be cold in the mornings and evenings and warm clothes are necessary at these times.  During the daytime it is lovely and warm and sunny.  March and April are getting fairly hot and it begins to get humid in May and June and temperatures can rise to an intense and uncomfortable heat.  The monsoon breaks in July and lasts until September.   October and November are still warm but not cold or wet.  The best time to visit is from September to early April.  It is generally a dry heat with very little humidity.
Opening and closing
The resort is open 365 days per year.

Due to the dry heat of Rajasthan, mosquitoes are not a major problem but they do tend to come out in the evenings and early mornings, throughout the year and particularly in the warmer months.
