Location                         
Samode Safari Lodge is situated just a few minutes drive 



from the newest and most peaceful park entrance in 




Bandhavgarh National Park in Madhya Pradesh. There are 



no other lodges in the area and it feels immensely private 



and remote.  The lodge is situated in 11 acres of open 



grassland and farmland with a charming village and tree 



nursery to explore, just a short stroll away.  The views 



from the treetop terrace of the main lodge are magnificent 



and the small watering hole attracts myriad species of birds 



and animals in the evenings and early mornings.  The 



further surrounding landscape is stunning and is home to 



the Vindhyas, a mountain range that cradles Bandhavgarh 



National Park. The park itself comprises 437 sq. kms. of 



sal, bamboo and grasslands, teeming with 22 species of 



mammals and over 250 species of birds.  It was formerly 



the private hunting preserve of the Maharaja of Rewa until 



it was declared a National Park in 1968.

Accessibility                    
By Air:  To Jabalpur followed by a 4 hour drive or to 



Khajuraho followed by a  5 hour drive.





By Train:  To Umaria or Katni from Indore (Maheshwar, 



Ahilya Fort), Delhi, Gwalior or Agra, followed by a 30 



minute or 2 hour drive, respectively.





By Road:  From Khajuraho (5 hours) and Kanha (5 hours).





Transfers: The resort is happy to arrange transfers to and 



from the station.   These are payable extra, on departure.

Accommodation              
Accommodation comprises 12 fabulously luxurious, 



sophisticated cottages scattered around the grassy 




premises, on the edge of the forest.   The cottages have a 



traditional, rustic exterior, made of mud and local materials 



and they are painted white and designed in a traditional, 



local style. There are 11 double rooms and 1 twin room.  



The cottages are all the same and are spacious and 




comfortable and beautifully furnished.   Each has a small 



entrance courtyard, again painted in a local style.  This 



leads into a large, spacious inner sitting room which leads 



into a gorgeously light, luxurious, large bedroom and then 



out onto a wooden, covered verandah and into a 




sumptuous, spacious bedroom.  There is then a dressing 



room, an incredibly sophisticated bathroom with a tub and 



shower and an outdoor courtyard bathroom with a further 



tub and shower.  The verandah is totally private and has 



ample comfortable seating and ‘lying’.  The cottage 




interiors are enormous and exceedingly luxurious and chic.  



They are state of the art – hidden plasma screens, ipod 



docks and dvd player; air-conditioning; overhead fans; 



bathrobes; hot water bottles on request; tea and coffee 



making machines (with real coffee!); hair dryers, central 



heating, a safe Espresso machines, electric blankets.  All 



rooms face onto the forest and decorated in soft, earthy 



colours with fabulous photography and graphics on the 



walls.





The ground floor of the main lodge is home to a unique art 



gallery replete with fabulous artwork, a shop, the library 



and internet room.  Upstairs, raised up on stilts is a 




stunning indoor and outdoor seating area which is cosy, 



chic and where one may spend hours enjoying a drink, 



playing cards, chatting, reading or gazing out at the 




countryside.




There is easy access for wheelchairs to the bedrooms but 



access to the dining area and sitting area is more difficult.  



There are ‘no smoking’ rooms but no inter-connecting 



rooms as each cottage is free-standing.  Unlimited 




complimentary mineral water is provided in the rooms.





The daily room rate includes two game drives per day, 1 



elephant ride (subject to tiger sighting) and trips to the fort, 



all meals, soft and alcoholic drinks, laundry, internet 



access.

Dining



The Dining Room is in a separate building and is also 



raised high on stilts and connected to the main lodge by a 



wooden walkway.  It offers delicious Continental, Oriental 



and Indian cuisine.  Meals are served in the dining room, in 



your cottage or at various places around the premises.  A 



system of ‘different menu, different venue’ is often 




practiced and guests may choose to dine where they wish 



for dinner.  Packed lunches and picnics are also 




complimentary.  Alcohol is served in the lodge.   Meals are 



generally a la carte or table d’hote but buffets are often 



available. 

Meal Times


Meal times are fairly relaxed and fluid but breakfast will 



usually be served on return from the park, followed by a 



lighter lunch before the afternoon game drive.  Dinner is as 



and when guests require.
Children


The resort accepts children of all ages.  One child may be 



accommodated in their parent’s villa for an extra charge.  



There is a baby-sitting service available.  

Dress code


There is no official dress code and it is extremely relaxed.  



However, when out gameviewing, we suggest dark and 



muted clothing that will not show up too much against the 



vegetation.  A raincoat is useful as there can be due on the 



trees in the early mornings.  Tough, outdoor shoes for 



game viewing are essential.





NOTE:  it is very cold in the early mornings when going 



game viewing during the months of late November to 



February and warm jackets are essential at this time.


Check-in / out time

Check-in is 14.00 hours.  Check-out is midday.

Electricity


220 volts.  The standard two round pin adaptors work.

Credit cards / currency
The resort accepts Amex, Visa, MasterCard and Diners 



Club. If paying in foreign currency, the resort accepts US 



dollars, Euros and Sterling Pounds.  
Travellers cheques 



are also accepted.

Mobile telephones

Mobile telephones do not work in the area and it is 




preferred that guests do not use them whilst at the lodge.

When to go / Climate
Madhya Pradesh has some major climactic fluctuations.  



 December, January and February, it can be cold in the 



mornings and evenings and warm clothes are necessary at 



these times.  During the daytime it is lovely and warm and 



sunny.  March and April are getting fairly hot and it begins 



to get humid in May and June and temperatures can rise to 



an intense and uncomfortable heat.  The monsoon breaks 



in July and lasts until September.   October and November 



are still warm but not cold or wet.  The best time to visit is 



from October to March.  It is generally a dry heat with very 



little humidity, except during the months of April, May, 



September and early October.

Opening and closing

The camp is open from 1 October (the park may not open 



until 15 October some years – to be confirmed) until end 



June each year.

Pests



Mosquitoes can be a problem here but all rooms have 



mosquito nets, are sprayed nightly and are supplied with 



electric repellent.  The mosquitoes only come out in the 



early mornings and evenings and this too is generally only 



in the warmer months.  In the winter months, it is often too 



cold for mosquitoes in the early mornings and evenings.  



Coils can be provided if feeling uncomfortable.
