Location                      
The 250 year old Ahilya Fort has what is possibly the most dramatic, unique and spectacular setting of any Indian hotel.  Perched on the edge of a cliff, enclosed within the massive walls of the 15thC fort, Ahilya Fort has splendid views over the sacred Narmada River and the ghats immediately below.  Within the fort there are pretty courtyards and verandahs on different levels linked by stone walkways.  There are several gardens, plenty of hidden terraces and turrets, and a large swimming pool, in our 7 acres. It is an extraordinary and unusual place where you really can get away from it all and experience a very different side of India, all the while being looked after in true style by your genial host, Richard Holkar (should he be in residence), whose family owns the fort..


Accessibility             
By air: To Indore (91 kms) from most major Indian cities. followed by a 2 ½ hour hour drive. 

By train: To Khandwa (110 kms), Indore (91 kms) 
By road: An easy drive from Indore, Dhar, Mandu, Omkareshwar,  and Mhow.  A longer drive from Bhopal and Ujjain and Narsik.
Transfers: The hotel is happy to arrange transfers (at extra cost) from either the airport or the railway station to / from the hotel.
Accommodation
There are three suites - the Narmada and the Naqarkhana, and Arjun’s Royal tent, 7 double superior rooms, 4 twin superior rooms, an independent garden cottage, and 1 superior air-conditioned tent.
All sour rooms are very individual; some have alcove lookouts over the river, and some give onto the organic vegetable garden. The three Royal Suites have  spacious balconies overlooking temples and the river. Arjun’s Royal Tent is large and comfortable and very private, being tucked away in a private garden with its own plunge pool and spectacular views of the river and temples. The Naqarkhana suite and the two tents are independent accommodations while being an integral part Ahilya Fort. All rooms and tents are air conditioned, with ensuite baths. 

Amenities include room safes, hair dryers,  hot water bottles, heaters in the colder months,  and bathrobes made from Maheshwar’s famous hand woven textiles. Unlimited mineral water is provided free of charge.  Interconnecting rooms are available.  We have one Wheel chair accessible room, and wheel chair access is possible for most areas.
Dining
A Table d’Hôte Menu is offered but à la carte is available for anyone with specific requests and dietary restrictions. Our chef produces delicious continental and Indian food.  There is no formal dining room. Breakfast is à la carte, served on a terrace overlooking the river.  One of our favorite features is the varied setting for meals. Guests tend to dine together in the evenings but you may request to eat privately should you so wish.
Rates at Ahilya Fort are all inclusive with no charges for meals, soft drinks,  snacks, and boating on the river. Indian wine, beer and spirits are offered by your host, Prince Richard Holkar

When to go / Climate
Madhya Pradesh has a varied climate.  November through, February, can be cool [12-16 C.] in the mornings and evenings and a light shawl or sweater is useful.  During the daytime it is warm and sunny [30C.] with no rain.  April and May are HOT with mid day temperatures reaching 40C. The monsoons start et the end of June and continue till the end of September. Rainfall is light, about 25 inches. October is humid. The best time to visit is from November to early April. But the monsoon is replete with beautiful light, much greenery and a gentle climate. It is your host’s favorite time of the year.

The hotel remains open 365 days per year.

Since there is a dry heat here most of the year, mosquitoes are not a major problem.  However a few mosquitoes are around at sunrise and sunset.
