Location                         
A unique and special tented camp and dining venue, set up in woodland in a very pretty patch of land just a short drive out from Jaipur.   The wilderness and low Arravalli Hills rise up around it. It is geared entirely around spending time with the elephants who are cared for on site and is a magical place.  Connecting, sandy pathways lead from one site to the other and all meet at the very pretty main pavilion and huge lawn, where guests may also spend time and where the elephants spend time in the shade during the heat of the day.   It comprises 2 camps just a short walk from each other, one with 2 tents and one with 4 tents.  Each is totally private, separately run and staffed and with its own facilities.   Guests staying here have exclusivity of either of the tented camps, even if on their own.  

For guests coming purely for breakfast, lunch or dinner and to spend time with elephants, there is a very pretty pavilion, overlooking spacious lawns; along with private dining areas tucked away in the woodland– so romantic!

Accessibility                      
By air: To Jaipur, from Delhi, Indore, Varanasi, Bombay, Udaipur, Calcutta.  Followed by a 1 hour car journey.

By train: To Jaipur, From Delhi, Bombay, Jodhpur, Sawai Madhopur.  Followed by a 1 hour car journey.  

By road: An easy drive from Jaipur, Pushkar, Shahpura, Ramathra Fort, Ranthambore, Mandawa.  A longer drive from Delhi, Agra, Chhattrasagar and Deogarh.

Transfers: The resort is happy to arrange transfers (at extra cost) from either the airport or the railway station to / from the hotel
Accommodation              
Accommodation comprises 6 fabulously comfortable tents with lovely ‘Campaign’ furniture, deeply comfortable beds, electricity and all facilities.  There are 2 tents at one site and 4 tents at the other.  They are exclusive to either 1 or 2 couples at 1 site or 1 to 4 couples at the other – only ever one group / family at either site.   They are a short walk from the main pavilion, along a sandy path.  The attached bathrooms (showers only) are fixed and state of the art in ‘camping’ terms and there is plenty of hot water.  Each tent is well spaced from the other, ensuring privacy; and each has its own verandah.    The beds can be made up as doubles or twins.
All tents are have wifi (chargeable) overhead fans, tea and coffee making facilities, heating, hairdryers and safes.  Hot water bottles are provided on particularly cold nights.  Hot water is plentiful and provided by geyser.  Unlimited mineral water per person per day is provided.   They do not have a TV or DVD player, nor air-conditioning – rarely needed.  All tents have wheelchair access as they are ground level.  However, access by wheelchair to the camp is not ideal as it’s on rough pathways with no vehicle access.  The tents are no smoking.
Dining
There is one restaurant in the main pavilion with an enclosed, air-conditioned area, as well as a covered, airy verandah dining area.   If glamping, breakfast and dinner (and all meals if you wish) tend to be at your private camp, sitting out under the stars or under a shady tree, often with a hathi (elephant) wandering around nearby! Lunch is at the pavilion – good for a change of scene and to keep cool!  Continental and Indian cuisine is served.  The hotel offers a buffet lunch and table d’hote dining.  Alcohol is served and included.  The food is all locally grown or produced where possible.  Room Service is available.
Breakfast, dinner and all drinks are included in the room rate.
Meal Times


There are no set meal times.  Guests may dine when and where they wish.
Children


The resort accepts children of all ages.  Children may be 
accommodated in their parent’s bedroom, up to the age of 8 
years, for an extra charge.   This would make the tents fairly cramped, however.  No childcare is available.
Dress code
There is no official dress code.  It’s all very relaxed but many find themselves changing into something a little tidier for dinner.

Check-in / out time
Check in from 2pm and check out by midday. Extended check-out is subject to negotiation/availability.
Electricity


220 volts.  The standard two round pin adaptors work.
Credit cards / currency
Visa, and Mastercard.  If paying in foreign currency, the hotel accepts US dollars, Sterling Pounds, rupees and Euros.  

Mobile telephones
Mobile telephones work here on the local networks..
When to go / Climate
Rajasthan has some major climactic fluctuations.  During December, January and February, it can be cold in the mornings and evenings and warm clothes are necessary at these times.  During the daytime it is lovely and warm and sunny.  March and April are getting fairly hot and it begins to get humid in May and June and temperatures can rise to an intense and uncomfortable heat.  The monsoon breaks in July and lasts until September.   October and November are still warm but not cold or wet.  The best time to visit is from October to early April.  It is generally a dry heat with very little humidity.

Opening and closing
The tented camp is open for glamping from 1 Oct to 30 April each year.   Elephant interaction and meals are available throughout the year apart from lunches from Mid April to July as it’s simply too hot!
Pests
Due to the dry heat of Rajasthan, mosquitoes are not a major problem but they do tend to come out in the evenings and early mornings, throughout the year and particularly in the warmer months.  The hotel provides mosquito coils and repellents in the rooms to combat this. It is not advisable to leave windows open that do not have mesh insect protection, when your lights on as bugs will tend to fly in.
