Location                         
Dev Shree is ideally positioned in the heart of the Aravalli Hills,

Accommodation              
Comprises 7 suites, 3 twin and 4 doubles.  The rooms are large with a cosy sitting area, some have recessed seating areas.  Some open out onto a small terrace and others look over the garden.  All rooms have air conditioning, fans, tea and coffee making facilities, safes, hairdryers, showers (no bath tubs), bathrobes and internet. Interconnecting rooms are also available.  Complimentary bottled water (one bottle per guest per day).   There are 3 rooms with easy access for wheelchair users. Plentiful hot water is supplied by hidden geyser. No TV or DVD players.
Dining
One restaurant serving a table d’hote menu, offering Indian, Continental and some Oriental food.  Food is decided by guests in discussion with their hosts and most tastes can be catered for.  Meals are taken in different places, depending on the weather.  If not in the large dining room, they may be on the verandah, on the roof terrace, by the lake or in the garden.  Al fresco dining here whenever possible.  Guests often end up eating together here as a sort of ‘house party’ atmosphere often develops with guests making friends for life.  However, guests may choose to eat at their own tables if they want to.  All meals are included in the nightly room rate.

When to go / climate
Rajasthan has some major climactic fluctuations.  During December, January and February, it can be cold in the mornings and evenings and warm clothes are necessary at these times.  During the daytime it is lovely and warm and sunny.  March and April are getting fairly hot and it begins to get very hot in May and June and temperatures can rise to an intense heat. However the property is located at 2300 feel above sea level and remains cooler than most of the country (Hotest temperature 37 C).  The monsoon breaks in July and lasts until September.   October and November are pleasantly warm but not wet.  The best time to visit is from October to early April.  Summer is generally a dry heat with very little humidity.

Opening and closing

The hotel remains open throughout the year and, due to the 

slightly elevated location of Deogarh, it is cooler here in the summer months than in many other places.
Pests
Due to the dry heat of Rajasthan, mosquitoes are not a major problem but they do tend to come out in the evenings and early mornings in the warmer months.  All rooms have insect repellent and full insect protection screens on the windows.  Coils are provided when dining outside, should anyone require one. The property has a pest control programme.
