Location                      
This exquisite villa / hotel sits in 20 acres of lush, green forest, garden and farmland in the hills just above Paradise Beach, a short distance from the sacred city of Gokarna, nestling in the far north of Karnataka, just over the board from with Goa.  Dripping with tropical vegetation, the gardens sprawl across the hilltop, and the views across the palm jungle, towards the sea, are sublime.    The surrounding hills are superb for walking and picnicking.  The gardens are truly stunning and bursting with exotic blooms and landscaped lawns.
Style
The brainchild and much loved ‘Indian home’ of an inspired Englishman, no detail has been overlooked in its creation and it’s the epitome of style, rustic / contemporary comfort and elegance.   Built of the trademark, local red laterite, the interiors are light, lofty, spacious and make the most of the huge views.    Limed furniture, cool stone / warm wood floors, beautiful wooden artefacts and furniture, deep sofas, oodles of space, soft colours and beautiful furnishings are the bywords here – everything has ‘feel appeal’ or ‘sit appeal’!   There is a stunning sitting room with floor to ceiling windows; plenty of outdoor terraces, dining areas and pool space.  Kahani Paradise is all about peace, privacy and pampering and makes the perfect end to an Indian odyssey or an idyllic ‘fly and flop’ holiday in itself.  

Being so small, it is the perfect place to rent in its entirety as a fully staffed villa (a resident chef and smiling staff abound) for a great get together.  However, it can also be rented by the room, as in a hotel, and there is a charming manager on site.
Accessibility             
By air: to Goa from Bombay, Delhi, Bangalore, Chennai, followed by a 3 ½ hour drive; or to Mangalore followed by a 4 hour drive.
By car: from Hampi / Hubli (8 hours) or other parts of Goa and the Karnataka or Mahrasthra borders.
By train: to Gokarana, followed by 20 min drive.
Transfers: The hotel is happy to arrange transfers (at extra cost) from either the airport or the railway station to / from the hotel.
Accommodation
There are 6 suites, made up of 4 categories -  3 Junior Suites with ocean view, 1 suite with sea view, 1 Queen Suite and 1 King Suite.  No twin beds.  (Two new rooms will be in place by November, 1 with twin beds).  Each suite is different but glorious in its own way, with huge beds, state of the art bathrooms, and their own balconies / verandahs with views over the gardens and jungle.  They have state of the art bathrooms with tubs and showers and double basins.  

There are inter-connecting rooms.  All rooms are no-smoking, air-conditioned, have overhead fans, tea/coffee machines, hair dryers, bathrobes, a safe and wifi / internet access.   2 bottles of water, per person are provided daily.  The rooms do not have TV / DVD players.   Extra beds can be provided.
Dining
The cuisine served here is simply delicious – light, fresh, local, organic and all tastes can be catered to – be it Western, Oriental or Indian.  There is a beautiful dining room with sliding glass doors.  There is also a large outdoor dining terrace.  Buffet breakfasts, table d’hote and a la carte menus for lunch and dinner.  Private dining is available.

When to go / Climate
Karnataka does not have huge climactic fluctuations and remains lovely and warm throughout the year.  It is also fairly humid at all times due to its coastal position.   During December, January and February, it can be a little cooler in the mornings and evenings but warm clothes are not necessary.  March starts to warm up / get hot and it begins to get humid in April and May.  In June temperatures can rise to an intense and uncomfortable heat and humidity.  The monsoon breaks in June and lasts until September.   October and November are still warm but not cold and only the odd light shower.  The best time to visit is from October to early April.

Opening and closing
Open from 15 Aug to 1 June.  In future it will be open year round.
Pests
Being a humid climate bugs do come out at night so it is advisable to leave doors and windows closed when lights are on. Mosquitoes are not a major problem due to the sea breezes and it’s coastal, elevated position.  However, they can come out in the evenings and early mornings, throughout the year and particularly in the warmer months.  The hotel advises mosquito repellant  and uses natural ‘fogging’ techniques (spraying) to try to combat this.
