Location                         
The Rajakkad Estate is a wonderful 250 year old building with a huge sense of history and an incredibly warm and inviting atmosphere.    Surrounded by a working coffee estate and lying high in the hills above Dindigul, the views are superb; the walking is second to none; private estate tours are enlightening and the place exudes charm and sophistication.   A former Travancore palace which has moved location a couple of times, its final resting place is probably its finest and one could spend days or weeks here.    It has wrap around pretty gardens with plenty of private, comfortable, shady nooks and crannies designed to while away the hours in, when not walking or feasting or chatting.  This place is more of a home than a hotel and it’s one of the most welcoming and relaxing places to stay in Tamil Nadu.  Given its small size, it is the ideal place to take in its entirety.  It is a place for nature lovers, walkers, readers and people who like to take it easy.
Accessibility                      
By air:  To Madurai or Trichy followed by a 2 or 3 hour drive 

respectively

By train:.To Dindigul followed by a 1 hour drive


By Road: An easy journey from Chettinad, Tanjore, Madurai, Trichy, Munnar.  A longer journey from Madras or Pondicherry.
Transfers: The hotel is happy to arrange transfers (at extra cost) from either the airport or the railway station to / from the hotel.
Accommodation              
Comprises 7 rooms, categorized as 4 twin bedded rooms, 3 double.  The rooms are spread around the 3 sides of the palace, fanning off from a lovely courtyard, and are bright and cheery and prettily decorated.  The dark wood paneling that can seem too intense and gloomy in some Malayali houses has been whitewashed in the bedrooms here so that they are light and welcoming. They are spacious with sophisticated, elegant furnishings and remain warm and cosy in winter but are cool and fresh in summer.   The bathrooms are very small but work perfectly and have good rain showers and a smooth tadlac finish. They have been ingeniously created by bringing the verandah into the bedroom and that has become the bathroom.  The rooms are well lit and all open out straight onto the garden where each room has a semi-private sitting area to enjoy, looking over the canopy of the forest below and around you.  All the rooms are slightly different but have a common theme running through them, with colourful rugs and black oxide floors.  All in all they are homely and inviting.
All rooms have showers, bathrobes with hot water bottles or heaters, standing fans, hairdryers on request. Purified water is  provided for all guests in the rooms. Bottled water is offered at extra charge.   

Due to the nature of the building, it is not easily accessible / suitable for wheelchair users.
There is neither a television nor DVD player at the property.  There is a small, well - stocked library.

Plentiful hot water is supplied by hidden geyser.

Dining
Breakfast, lunch and dinner are included in the room rate.

A table d’hote menu is available offering delicious, fresh South Indian and Mediterranean cuisine.  Lunches comprise of fresh and varied salads, scrummy picnics can also be arranged. 

Meals are served al fresco when the climate permits, in the jungle, in the dining room, or wherever a guest may choose. Evening meals are largely en famille but guests can ask for an alternative arrangement. 
Beer can always be arranged at extra cost but we advise bringing wine or spirits if you wish to drink these.

When to go / climate
Due to the secondary monsoon it can be wet in October and November.  However, it does not rain all day and it is wonderfully dramatic.  The season is then lovely from December through to April, it warms up a bit in May and gets hot but not boiling (due to its elevation) in June, July and August and then starts to cool a little in September.
Opening and closing

The hotel is open year round
Pests
The hotel is high in the cool hills and does not suffer from mosquitoes. However, in the warm, summer months, some can appear in the mornings and evenings.
It is not advisable to leave windows and doors open that do not have mesh insect protection, when your lights on, as bugs will tend to fly in.
