Location                         
Situated in the heart of the historic ‘temple’ town of Thanjavur (Tanjore) in Tamil Nadu, Svatma is set back off a quiet road opposite a church and school grounds.   Part of it is a beautifully restored heritage building which retains all the original accoutrements and houses charming heritage rooms and suites, a peaceful sitting room and open sided café area, overlooking a lush garden shaded by ancient trees.  Another part is a taller, new wing which is home to the dining room, contemporary bedrooms, spa, rooftop bar and pool.  A small garden separates the two buildings.
Style
Being part old and part new, the hotel has 2 distinctive styles but each draw on the culture, colours, designs and history of the region.  The new wing is stylishly simple and sophisticated whilst the old wing is more traditional and boasts beautiful teak floors and staircases throughout.  The furnishings are bright and of a high quality and there’s a strong cultural theme running throughout – priceless musical instruments and local artefacts.  This is very much a hotel for people to come and immerse themselves in local culture with classes to attend on almost anything – carpet making, classical dance and music, basket making, local cuisine, local history and culture.
Accessibility                      
By air: To TrichyAirport followed by 45 min drive
By train: To Tanjore followed by 10 min drive

By road: From Trichy, Rajakkad, Madurai, Chettinad, Pondicherry, Swamimalai, Gangaikondacholapuram, Chidambaram, Darasuram.

Transfers: The hotel can arrange airport and station transport on extra payment.
Accommodation              
There are 38 rooms comprising 32 rooms and 6 suites (9 twin, 23 double).  The rooms in the heritage building fan off from central sitting rooms and have a cosy, traditional feel.  Wooden floors and beds and furniture are broken up by bright furnishings.  The suites have balconies and all are of a good size.  The rooms in the new wing are simply elegant and spacious and light with soft furnishings and state of the art fittings.  Contemporary Indian in style, some have recessed areas with an extra daybed and the suites are large and roomy.  There are rooms with easy access for wheelchairs.

The bathrooms are all excellent and modern and have every amenity one could want. Showers only – no bath tubs.  There are inter-connecting rooms.  All rooms have air-conditioning but only a few have overhead fans.  They have tea and coffee facilities, hair dryers, TV (no DVD), bathrobes, a safe and complimentary wifi.


1 litre of complimentary bottled water per guest is provided daily.   The nightly rate includes breakfast.

Dining
This is a strictly pure vegetarian hotel but the choice of cuisine available is large and delicious.  An a la carte and table d’hote menu offers Continental and South Indian cuisine.   There are 3 restaurants.  The main dining room looks onto the pool and is where breakfast and dinner take place.  The rooftop terrace bar also serves snacks and it’s lovely to eat out under the stars at night.  The café is charming and serves delicious light meals at lunch and dinner and one may also eat in the garden, al fresco.

When to go / climate
Due to the secondary monsoon it can be wet in October and November.  However, it does not rain all day and it is wonderfully dramatic.  The season is then lovely from December through to April. It warms up fast in May and gets very hot until the rains break in July and August and then starts to cool a little in September.  Tamil Nadu has a warm climate throughout the year with no cold periods.
Opening and closing
The hotel is open throughout the year.
Pests
Due to the humid climate of Tamil Nadu and being in a city, mosquitoes are around throughout the year but tend to come out only  in the evenings and early mornings.  The hotel provides mosquito coils and repellents in the rooms to combat this, and fumigates with natural sprays each evening.  It is not advisable to leave windows open that do not have mesh insect protection, when your lights are on as bugs will tend to fly in.
