Location                         
The Lodge at Wah is situated just outside Palampur in Himachal Pradesh.  Lying in the heart of the Kangra Valley, in northern Himachal Pradesh, the lodge is surrounded by a ring of foothills and the distant snow-capped peaks of the Dhauladhar Himalaya.   The air is crisp and fresh, the sky is wonderfully clear and blue (out of monsoon), and the countryside is stunningly beautiful in its mountainous wildness. The Wah Tea Estate (originally created in 1857) surrounds the lodge, with its pretty pathways and shady trees turning it into a feast for the eye. It is close to the sacred Buddhist town of Dharamshala, numerous local temples and monasteries, and not far from the famous fort at Kangra.

Style
Very much a hosted ‘home’ by the affable owners, The Lodge at Wah is an utterly charming, cozy, intimate small home in the hills with 6 rooms divided amongst 3 cottages.   Using local craftsmen, traditional building techniques and materials, the lodge is constructed almost entirely of wood, mud, stone and slate.  They have a strong eco focus in using everything natural and the result is an earthy, rustic, inviting place to rest up in the foothills of the mighty Himalaya.  
Accessibility                      
By Air: To Dharamshala followed by 1 hour drive.


By Train: Overnight train to Pathankot, followed by a 3 hour drive.  
By Road: An easy drive from Dharamshala, Kangra or Pragpur.  A longer driver from Jammu, Amritsar, Chandigarh and Pathankot.


Transfers: The resort is happy to arrange transfers (at extra cost) from either the airport or the railway station to / from the hotel.
Accommodation              
Accommodation comprises 6 double rooms - standard and deluxe, all with showers only, in 3 separate cottages.  No twin bedded rooms.   The simple but deliciously comfortable bedrooms are spacious with beamed ceilings, soft, earthy hued furnishings and no paint has been used.  Replete with chunky wooden furniture and a plethora of rugs, they have a delightful, country atmosphere but want for nothing – heating, air-conditioning, great bathrooms, some have balconies.   
All rooms are centrally air-conditioned, have overhead fans, tea and coffee making facilities, hairdryers and safes.  Hot water bottles / heaters are provided on particularly cold nights.  Hot water is plentiful and provided by geyser.  Wifi internet access is complimentary.  Unlimited mineral water per person per day is provided.   No smoking rooms.  The rooms do not have TV or DVD players.  The rooms have views of either the mountains or the garden.  The rooms are at ground level so wheelchair access is possible.
Dining
There is a cozy dining room with separate tables.  Dining is also al fresco around the bonfire on warmer nights.  Table’d’hote menus offer Continental and Indian Food.

The nightly rate is on a half board basis, including soft drinks.

No room service is available.

When to go / Climate
Palampur has a cool climate throughout the year.  It can be cold from November to February but with clear, blue skies and plenty of sunshine.  The air is fresh, the sky is wonderfully clear and blue, and the countryside is stunningly beautiful in its mountainous wildness. Spring and Autumn are lovely months but it can be humid from late May.  Warm clothes are necessary in winter and during spring and autumn in the early mornings and evenings.  June can be hot and it tends to rain from July to mid-September.  The best time to visit is from October to May.
